4. A tank is 15.6 meters long, 9.56 meters wide, and 6.39 meters deep.  What is the volume of the tank in litres?

5. What is the draw down if the water level is 7.6 meters below ground when the pump is not in operation, and 13.05 meters when the pump is in operation?
